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N History of the AutoZone Liberty Bowl

The AutoZone Liberty Bowl Classic was inaugurated on December 19, 1959 with a
spectacular game between Penn State and Alabama. That game began a tradition of
great stars, exciting football and was the first of 60 thrilling chapters in the history of
the AutoZone Liberty Bowl Football Classic.

However, there 1s much more to the story. The AutoZone Liberty Bowl Classic
was founded in 1959 by Ambrose F. “Bud” Dudley, a Philadelphia sports and business
executive. Dudley slowly enlisted support for his plan to stage America’s first and only
major bowl north of the Mason-Dixon Line.

After five years in Philadelphia, Dudley moved the game indoors to the Atlantic
City Convention Center and in the process made history. The 1964 AutoZone Liberty
Bowl was the first indoor college bowl game. Though the game drew interest from me-
dia outlets around the country, Dudley realized that a much larger, permanent home
was vital to the Bowl’s long term sustainability. The following year he went looking
for a new place to hold the event. His first and only stop was in Memphis.

The AutoZone Liberty Bowl has enjoyed many highlights
throughout the years. But there were none more memorable
than in 1982 when Alabama coaching legend Paul “Bear”
Bryant ended his illustrious career in the 24th Annual Auto-
Zone Liberty Bowl. Thousands of fans from across the coun- |
try came to see the “Bear” coach his final game. More than
1,000 media members covered the historic event.

Another proud tradition that continues to this day is the
partnership between St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital
and the AutoZone Liberty Bowl. For years, this combination
has brought together an internationally recognized research
facility and a winning college football tradition. St. Jude is
dedicated to helping the children throughout the world in
their fight against catastrophic diseases.

Beginning in 2004, Memphis-based AutoZone Inc., became the Bowl’s title
sponsor. In 2013, the AutoZone Liberty Bowl announced new six-year partnerships
with the SEC and Big 12 Conference. Those conference partnerships have been ex-
tended through 2025.

Paul “Bear” Bryant
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AutoZone Liberty Bowl Memorable Moments "+

December 19, 1959 — The game marked the beginning of a great bowl tradition and also was the first of 24 consecutive
bowl trips for Paul “Bear” Bryant. The game was played in Municipal Stadium in Philadelphia, PA.

December 15, 1961 — Heisman Trophy winner Ernie Davis led his Syracuse Orangemen to rally to a 15-14 win over the Miami Hurri-
canes. Davis was named the game’s Outstanding Back but teammate Dick Easterly won the MVP award.

December 15, 1962 — Heisman Trophy winner Terry Baker raced 99 yards with 9:24 left in the first quarter for the game’s only score.
The run marked an AutoZone Liberty Bowl and Oregon State record. The mark still stands today.

December 19, 1964 — The game was played at the Atlantic City Convention Center, and marked the first time a major college bowl
game was held indoors.

December 18, 1965 — Marked the first game held in Memphis, TN, and pitted Ole Miss against Auburn.

December 14, 1968 — Archie Manning led his Ole Miss Rebels to a 34-17 victory over Virginia Tech.

December 13, 1969 — Colorado running back Bobby Anderson rushed for an AutoZone Liberty Bowl record 254 yards.

December 17, 1973 — Lou Holtz and his N.C. State Wolfpack took a 10-10 tie in the 3rd quarter and pushed it to a 31-18 victory over

Kansas.

December 20, 1976 — Terry Donahue faced off against Paul “Bear” Bryant. Bryant’s 16th ranked Crimson Tide dominated Donahue’s
7th ranked UCLA Bruins, 36-6.

December 19, 1977 — Nebraska head coach Tom Osborne called on back-up quarterback Randy Garcia, who rallied the Cornhuskers
with two forth quarter touchdown passes to beat North Carolina 21-17.

December 29, 1982 — The 1982 contest marked an end to a remarkable career as Alabama head coach Paul “Bear” Bryant coached his
final game. Alabama defeated Illinois 21-15 before a crowd of 54,123.

December 29, 1983 — Heisman Trophy winner Doug Flutie threw for 287 yards and three touchdowns, but Notre Dame pulled out a
19-18 victory thanks to a missed extra point. Flutie was named the game’s MVP.

December 27, 1984 — Heisman Trophy winner Bo Jackson had two touchdown runs. Jackson’s 39-yard-touchdown run late in the
fourth quarter gave Auburn a 21-15 win over Arkansas.

December 29, 1991 — A record crowd of 61,497 watched as Air Force defeated Mississippi State 38-15.
December 31, 1998 — Tulane capped an undefeated season by defeating BYU 41-27.
December 29, 2000 - #23 Colorado State defeated #22 Louisville 22-17. The Rams finished the year 11-1 and ranked #16.

December 31, 2001- For the second year in a row, the Bowl featured a match-up of two Top 25 teams as #23 Louisville downed #19
BYU 28-10.

December 31, 2004 — The first match-up of two Top 10 teams as No. 7 Louisville took on No. 10 Boise State. At the time, this was
the highest scoring game in AutoZone Liberty Bowl history with Louisville defeating Boise State 44-40.

December 29, 2007 - In front of an all-time record crowd of 63,816 fans, Mississippi State defeats UCF 10-3.

January 2, 2009 - In celebration of its 50th Anniversary, the Bowl secured a January playing date for the first time in its history. Ken-
tucky rallied from a 13-point halftime deficit to knock off East Carolina, 25-19.

January 2, 2010 - A sellout crowd of 62,742, the second largest of all-time, watched the first ever overtime game in AutoZone Liberty
Bowl history as Arkansas defeated East Carolina 20-17.

January 2, 2016 - Before a sellout crowd of 61,163, Arkansas defeated Kansas State 45-23 in one of the most watched AutoZone Lib-
erty Bowl games on ESPN ever, as over seven million viewers tuned in.

December 30, 2016 - Georgia running backs Nick Chubb and Sony Michel combined for 268 yards of total offense and 3 TDs to lead
the Bulldogs to a 31-23 victory over the TCU Horned Frogs.

December 30, 2017 — Iowa State wide receiver Allen Lazard tied the Bow!’s receptions record (10), while leading the Cyclones to a
21-20 win over Memphis.

December 28, 2022—Arkansas and Kansas played a 3-OT thriller as the Hogs won 55-53 in the highest scoring game in AutoZone
Liberty Bowl history.

PHILADELPHIA (UPI)- Galen Hall, sophomore un-
derstudy of the great Richie Lucas, cooked up a dra-
matic 18-yard scoring play in the final seconds of the
first half Saturday and the touchdown gave Penn State
a 7-0 victory over Alabama in the inaugural AutoZone
Liberty Bowl game.

Hall, a 19 year-old from Williamsburg, Pa. tossed a
screen pass from a field goal place-kick formation to
sophomore speedster Roger Kochman as the clock
reached the run out point and the sprint star raced
over with the only touchdown before a crowd of
36,211.

It was a beautifully conceived play, coming after Ala-
bama’s spirited defense had held Penn State on the
one yard line and again on the nine as the first half
rolled to its close. Lucas was on the bench with a left
hip injury suffered minutes earlier.

Penn State tried a field goal from the 12 and Alabama
dug in on the five after State had another first down
on the nine. But Billy Richardson blasted through to
block Sam Stellatella’s field goal effort and the Tide
fought off another threat.

| Then, a punt went only four yards and State was on

the attack again on the 22 with scarcely less than a
minute left. Hall tossed a four-yard pass to Pat Botula
and the race against time continued.

The Nittany Lions lined up ostensibly for another Stel-
latella field goal try, which seemed the likely play. But

: & | this time, Hall had other plans. He grabbed the ball,

wheeled and tossed a short pass to Kochman who had
six blue jerseys in front of him to clear the way.

The blockers set the opening and the youngster, who
scored two touchdowns against Syracuse, found it and
whizzed into the end zone. Stellatella converted and
Penn State had the lead to stay. It was State’s first use
of the fake place-kick that year.

Hall, who led Penn State to victory over West Virginia
when Lucas was injured, did it again in the East’s first
major NCAA bowl game, played in a crisp 42-degree
temperature in Philadelphia Stadium.

Before departing Lucas, an All-American quarterback,
gained 54 yards in nine carries and completed a pass
for 23 yards in four attempts. He was the game’s lead-
ing ground gainer.
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PENN STATE ROASTS DUCKS 41-12

PHILADELPHIA (AP)- Penn State, powered by two
units of almost equal ability, wore down Oregon’s
thinner forces Saturday for a 41-12 victory in the sec-
ond annual AutoZone Liberty Bowl football game at
Philadelphia Stadium

Oregon scored first on an 88-yard first period drive,
but the rest of the sub-freezing afternoon the Eastern-
ers controlled the intersectional game, played before a
crowd of 16,624 hardy fans.

Although State hurled half a dozen hard-running
backs at one of the nation’s top defensive teams, Dick
Hoak, a 185-pound senior, was the star of the day. He
scored two touchdowns and passed for another. State
led 21-12 as the game entered the fourth period with
the stubborn Webfoots trying desperately to get back
into the game.

Hoak, who alternated at quarterback with Galen Hall,
intercepted two Oregon passes in the final quarter. He
followed the interceptions by racing for an 11-yard
touchdown and passing 33 yards to Dick Pae for an-
other, turning the game into a rout.

Oregon, which had a 7-2-1 regular season record, led
only once, 6-0, on quarterback Dave Grosz’s score
from the 1 on a quarterback sneak in the first period.

Cleveland Jones, a 148-pound star Oregon halfback,
missed the conversion, then left for the balance of the
game with an injured hip.

The loss of Jones, the Webfoots’ leading scorer, pass
receiver and kickoff and punt star, obviously hurt the
West Coast team, but it is doubtful he could have done
much to offset the power running of State’s backs.

Oregon scored the only TD of the third period on a 10-
yard run by Dave Grayson, a 172-pound dynamo who
played a fine game for the losing Ducks. This was a
dying gas for the Oregon club as State headed into a
rousing three-touchdown fourth period finish.

MISS. STATE DEFEATS WOLFPACK

PHILADELPHIA (AP)- Mississippi State, whose offen-
sive power thwarted time and again by major penalties,
needed a touchdown on a blocked punt and a 43-yard
field goal to turn back a determined North Carolina
State team 16-12 Saturday in the fifth annual and proba-
bly last AutoZone Liberty Bowl football game in Phila-
delphia.

A frozen turnout of 8,309 spectators watched the two
Southern teams perform on a bitter 22-degree day made
even colder by a biting 15 miles per hour wind whipping
through the 102,000-seat Philadelphia Stadium.

The Bulldogs of Mississippi State, a late season blossom-
ing national power, suffered 122 yards in penalties, most
of them 15-yard assessments that stymied scoring bids.
A penalty for a foul on a free ball after a punt helped
North Carolina State maintain a drive that resulted in its
first touchdown.

The Mississippians ripped to a 13-0 lead in the first peri-
od when Bill McGuire, junior tight end, blocked Dave
Houtz’ punt, and end Tommy Inman picked up the loose
ball and raced 11 yards into the end zone.

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COLEMAN LEADS UTAH OVER WVU

ATLANTIC CITY, NJ (AP)- Ron Coleman, a speedy
halfback, led Utah through West Virginia’s porous de-
fense for a 32-6 victory yesterday in college football’s
first indoor bowl game, the sixth annual AutoZone Lib-
erty Bowl inside spacious Convention Hall before a
crowd of 6,059.

The 5-foot-8, 172-pound senior from San Francisco ran
53 yards to give Utah a 19-0 halftime lead. He carried
15 for 154 yards, picking his holes behind crisp block-
ing.

With the offensive line opening large gaps in West Vir-
ginia’s forward wall and the always dry field providing
sure footing for Coleman, his substitute Andy Ireland,
and fullback Allen Jacobs, Utah lost little time estab-
lishing their superiority.

Of the six times Utah had the ball in the first half,
Coach Ray Nagel’s team drove 45 and 77 yards for
touchdowns and Roy Jefferson kicked field goals of 29
and 32 yards. One march faltered at the West Virginia
one-yard line and an errant lateral killed the other.

Not only did Utah’s offensive line push the Mountain-
eers all over the field but its heralded defense throttled
West Virginia’s quarterback Allen McCune and rarely
permitted the Southern Conference Champions to
mount an attack.

The Utes, co-champions of the Western Athletic Con-
ference, wasted little time in settling matters. A 50-
yard drive the first time they had the ball ended in Jef-
ferson’s first field goal and a 16-point second period
wrapped it up. Utah scored its first touchdown midway
through the second period, after fielding a punt on the
Mountaineer 45. From the 28, Coleman ran 12 yards
around his own right end.

Memphis, Tenn., (AP)- North Carolina State turned back two
Georgia scoring bids in the last four minutes Saturday, pre-
serving a 14-7 upset victory over the Bulldogs in the ninth
annual AutoZone Liberty Bowl.

The Wolfpack, scoring its first bowl victory ever, stopped a
Georgia drive on the one- yard line with 3:27 left and then
stopped another Bulldog scoring bid on the ten.

The Wolfpack, determined to prove it deserved its last minute
invitation to the AutoZone Liberty Bowl, cracked a 7-7 tie in
the fourth quarter but almost blew its lead when it had a punt
blocked out of its own end zone with 10 seconds left.

The Bulldogs recovered the blocked ball on the North Caroli-
na State nine, but they were unable to gain in four plays and
the Wolfpack then ran out the clock.

The loss left Georgia with a 7-4 record for the year, with the
Wolfpack closing the campaign with a 9-2 mark.

North Carolina State scored first with Donnan tossing a six
yard touchdown pass to Harry Martell in the second quarter.

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TULANE STUNS COLORADO, 17-3

Memphis, Tenn. (AP)- Dave Abercrombie dashed 66 yards
with the second-half kickoff to set up the go-ahead touch-
down Saturday as Tulane, participating in a bowl game for
the first time in 30 years, stunned favored Colorado 17-3.

Abercrombie, a 190-pound senior tailback, scored both
Tulane touchdowns in the second half on runs of two and
four yards and hammered out 124 yards rushing against the
bigger Buffaloes.

After a 3-3 halftime deadlock, Abercrombie took the second
half kickoff and sprinted up the middle of the field, breaking
through a clearing at his own thirty and raced to the Colorado
30 where a quartet of Buffalo defenders finally stopped him.

Tulane needed only four plays to score, with fullback Bob
Marshall running for 16 and 13 yards before Abercrombie
punched over from the two only 1:42 into the third quarter.

Tulane’s defense took care of Colorado the rest of the way,
holding its vaunted triple option attack to only 14 net yards in
the third quarter. Colorado did not penetrate Tulane territory
in the second half.

Tulane, which lost its most recent bowl appearance to Texas
A&M 14-13 in the 1940 Sugar Bowl, drove 57 yards for the
clinching score midway through the final period.

A 15-yard unsportsmanlike conduct on the Colorado bench
helped the drive before Marshall and Abercrombie alternated
running it to the four. Abercrombie then scored with 8:05 left
in the game. The triumph ended an 8-4 season, its best in 20
years. Colorado finished its year at 6-5.

It was a vicious defensive battle in which tempers flared often
but fisticuffs never erupted. After almost every play, players
from each team appeared to be swapping verbal abuse.

Tulane’s first score came on Lee Gibson’s 19-yard field goal in
the first period shortly after linebacker Rick Kingrea, a sec-
ond team All-American, sprinted 44 yards to the Colorado six
after intercepting a pass by Paul Arendt.

Colorado then put together its only drive of the day that pro-
duced more than three first downs. The Buffaloes held the
ball for 8 /2 minutes on an 18-play drive that ended with
Dave Henry’s 32-yard field goal with 7:55 remaining in the
half.

Arendt gained 29 yards in nine carries and tailback John
Tarver with 34 yards in six attempts on the drive in which no
passes were thrown.

Tulane missed a pair of scoring opportunities in the final four
minutes of the half, once after David Herbert grabbed a fum-

WATSON SCAMPERS 17 YARDS WITH
WINNING TD

Memphis, Tenn. (UPI)- Tennessee fullback Curt Watson ran 17
yards with 1:56 left to play in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl Mon-
day night to give the ninth-ranked Volunteers a 14-13 victory
over Arkansas before a record crowd of 51,410.

The winning touchdown was set up on a fumble recovery by
tackle Carl Witherspoon at the Arkansas 37 with less than
three minutes to play. It was the first time that Tennessee had
the ball in Arkansas territory in the second half.

Three plays later, Watson went in to score.

Tennessee’s other touchdown came on a two-yard plunge by
tailback Bill Rudder in the first quarter.

The victory overshadowed the performance of Arkansas quar-
terback Joe Ferguson, who threw a 36-yard touchdown pass
and completed 18 of 28 passes for 200 yards against a tough
Tennessee defense.

George Hunt kicked the game-winning extra point for the Vols.

Jim Hodge took Ferguson’s touchdown pass in the second
quarter to tie the game 7-7 at the half. Stumpy Billy McClard
kicked field goals of 20 and 30 yards in the final quarter fol-
lowing two interceptions by Arkansas defensive back Louis
Campbell to put Arkansas ahead 13-7.

Campbell also had an interception in the first half.
Tennessee’s defense halted two Arkansas drives in the third

quarter with a fumble recovery and an interception. Arkansas
drove to the Tennessee 34 with the second half kickoff. All-

ll American safety Bobby Majors intercepted a Ferguson pass at

the Tennessee 13.

Later in the third quarter, Arkansas moved the ball to the Ten-
nessee 7, but defensive back Eddie Brown recovered a fumbled
pitchout on the 11.

The two teams, playing for only the second time in their histo-
ry and the first time since 1907, when Tennessee won 14-2,
went into the second half tied after Ferguson opened up the
passing game in the second quarter.

The 6-2 junior from Shreveport, La., completed six straight
passes in a 66-yard drive late in the first half, capping it with
his pass to Hodge alone in the end zone.

The scoring play came right after Hodge, slammed to the
ground by a Tennessee defender when he caught a flare pass,
threw the ball down in disgust and Arkansas was penalized 15
yards for unsportsmanlike conduct.

Tennessee’s opening drive went 55-yards in eight plays,
capped by Rudder’s plunge. A key pass interference penalty
against Arkansas’ Clark Irwin at the Razorback 22 kept the
drive alive. On the next play, Rudder threw a halfback pass to
split end Emmon Love at the two to set up the score.

STEVENS PACES GEORGIA TECH
PAST IOWA STATE 31-30

Memphis, Tenn. (AP)- Jim Stevens, who started the 1972
season as a third-strin quarterback at Georgia Tech and end-
ed it by engineering a heart-thumping 31-30 victory Monday
night over Iowa State in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl, said he
just hoped to be a reserve.

“I just wanted to do ma; J ob and establish myself as the No. 2
quarterback behind Eddie,” Stevens said after the game.

Stevens, who was named the game’s outstanding player for
throwing three touchdown passes, was referring to Tech’s
reﬁular quarterback for most of the season, Eddie McAshan,
who was suspended prior to the Yellow Jacket’s last game of
the regular season for missing practice.

Tech, which finished 7-4-1, scored what proved to be the deci-
sive touchdown with 11:28 left in the game on a three yard
pass from Stevens, a 6-foot-1, 190-pound junior, to third-
string fullback Kevin McNamara. Bobby Thigpen kicked what
turned out to be the winning extra point.

But Stevens later fumbled as he pitched out, Iowa State’s Lar-
Hunt recovered on the Tech 33 and seven plays later Cg—

clone quarterback George Amundson rifled a five-yard T

pass to split end Ike Harris, making the score 31-30 with 1:36.

On a two-point conversion.attemﬁt, Amundson bothered by
Tech end Beau Bruce, hurriedly threw beyond the end zone
and the score stood.

“Stevens executed almost perfectly,” Tech coach Bill Fulcher
said after the game.

He hit on 12 of 15 passes for 157 yards and scrambled twice to
keep Tech drives alive though he netted only nine yards rush-
ing.

Iowa State’s Johnny Majors, who announced after the game
he will take the head coaching job at Pittsburgh, said there
was never any doubt about going for two after the Cyclone’s
last touchdown.

“We thought it would work since Amundson’s runs on the
sprint out had worked and we thought the receivers would get
open because they were giving him room to the outside. The
receiver was covered momentarily and the rush was a little
better than we had expected.”

Towa State, which ended 3—6—1, took a 14-3 lead after the first
quarter and apé)eared to be headed for a route, but the Engi-
neers narrowed the margin to 21-17 at halftime and tied it 24-
24 after three periods.

After Cam Bonifay’s 32-yard field goal gave Tech a 3-0 lead
early in the first quarter, the Cyclones scored on their next
two possessions with Amundson hurling a 13-yard TD pass to
Helllrris and tailback Moses Moore running one yard for the
other score.

Tech came back to take the lead 17-14 on a nine-yard (Pass
from Stevens to split end Jim Robinson and a 19-yard run by
safety Gary Faulker with an intercepted Amundson pass.

Tech’s lead was brief as Iowa State’s Wille Jones picked up
the kickoff on the seven, circled back to the three, then raced
up the sideline and cut across the field going all the way for
the score. That made it 21-17.

Tech again took the lead on a pass play covering 22 yards
from Stevens to fullback Rob Healy in the third quarter.
State’s Tom Goe(%en booted a 30-yard field goal later in the
period to set up the thrilling fourth quarter.

An estimated 150 black pickets marched outside Memphis
Memorial Stadium prior to the game to protest McAshan’s
suspension.

McAshan said he missed practice because Fulcher refused to
roy}de him with extra tickets to the Georgia game for his
amily.

Most of the Tech and Iowa State black })la;yers wore black
armbands durin§ the game as a symbol of their support of
McAshan. The black players had been urged by civil rights
groups to boycott the game but none did.

Six plays later, Garcia hit Smith for the winning touchdown.

With star tailback Amos Lawrence on the bench with a
sprained ankle, Kupec guided the Tar Heels to 10 points and
a 17-7 lead. His second scoring pass of the game- an 11-yard
toss to fullback Bob Loomis- gave Carolina a 14-7 halftime
lead.

On the Tar Heels’ first possession of the second half, Kupec
took his team from its 12 to the Nebraska 30 and Biddle boot-
ed a career record field goal.

Hermann threw scoring passes of 8 and 27 yards to Bart Bur-
rell, his high school teammate from Carmel, Ind., who broke
one AutoZone Liberty Bowl receiving record and tied two others
by catching eight of Herrmann’s tosses for 113 yards.

Warren Powers, whose Missouri team had not yielded more
than 267 passing yards in a game this season, agreed with
Young.

“Herrmann played like we thought he was gﬁ)ing to play,” Pow-
ers said. “If you don’t put pressure on him, he’s going to do
what he did. He just does a good job of passing and their line

gives him a lot ot protection. If you blitz, he’ll pick you apart.”

Herrmann’s first touchdown gass to Burrell opened the scoring
at 11:29 of the first period and the 27-yarder gave the Boiler-
makers a 26-12 lead with five minutes left in the third quarter.
It also enabled them to withstand a Missouri rally that pro-
duced a 45-yard field goal by Ron Verrilli, a safety, and Terry
Hill’s 1-yard touchdown plunge in the final 10 minutes.

The 6-foot-4 sharpshooter also threw second-period touchdown
passes of 43 yards to Steve Bryant and 5 yards to All-American
tight-end Dave Young, the nations’ leading receiver during the
regular season.

Despite his aerial fireworks, which smashed the AutoZone Lib-
erty Bowl mark of 218 yards, Herrmann fell 54 yards shy in his
attempt to become major coilege football’s first 10,000 yard
pasger. Including three bowl games, he wound up with 9,946
yards.

Herrmann, who completed 13 of 17 passes for 180 yards in the
first half, paced the Boilermakers to a 14-0 lead early in the sec-
ond quarter before Missouri got on the board when George
Shorthose and Ron Fellows combined on a 92-yard kickoff re-
turn.

Missouri’s James Wilder scored on a 1-yard run at 8:44 of the
second period, but the Tigers trailed 14-12 because Verrilli
missed the conversion try after their first touchdown and Phil
Bradley’s two-point pass attempt after Wilder’s touchdown was
intercepted.

A record AutoZone Liberty Bowl crowd of 53,667, plus a nation- |

al television audience, viewed the contest. Both teams had fin-
ished their regular-season with 8-3 marks.

After Purdue was stopped at the Missouri 4-yard line on its sec-
ond possession, Herrmann took the Boilermakers 56 yards in
eight plays for their first score.

The second touchdown drive covered g6 yards in five plays,
with Herrmann lofting a 43-yard bomb to Bryant, Purdue’s fast-
est footballer since Olympic sprinter Larry Burton.

Missouri then brought its supporters to their feet when Short-
hose took the ensuing kickoff on his 8-yard line and handed off
to Fellows on a reverse. Fellows sped down the left sideline, cut
back inside at the Purdue 25 and completed a return that was 1-
yard short of the AutoZone Liberty Bowl record.

BUCKEYES HOLD OFF MIDDIES

Memphis, Tenn. (AP)- Jimmy Gayle, Ohio State’s No. 2 tail-
back, has a bone to pick with the odds makers for the Auto-
Zone Liberty Bowl.

The Big Ten football co-champions, favored by 14 points, nar-
rowly staved off a Navy rally to win the postseason classic 31-
28 Wednesday night.

“Actually,” said Gayle, “we were the underdogs because of eve-
rything that was written about the game. That helped Navy.”

Gayle’s touchdown runs of one and two yards earned him the
honor as Ohio State’s top offensive player in the game. His last
score put the Buckeyes to stay ahead 24-20 late in the third
quarter.

The Buckeyes, 9-3, shattered a four-game bowl losing streak
without much help from their principal weapon, Art
Schlichter.

Starting his 48t straight college game, the Buckeyes’ senior

quarterback managed only 11 completions in 26 tries for 159
yards, although he did throw touchdown passes of 50 and 9

yards to Gary Williams and Cedric Anderson, respectively.

Schlichter was in tears afterward, saying: “I was a little off to-
night. I have played good and we lost. I was poor and now we
win.

In fact, Navy sophomore quarterback Marco Pagnanelli
outdueled his more heralded opponent. Pagnanelli, despite
suffering a head injury, hit 14 of 27 passes for 201 yards and
two touchdowns, each for one-yard to tight end Greg Papa-
john.

The last came with eight seconds left. The same combination
clicked for two extra points, but the rally died when Ohio State
recovered the on-side kickoff.

George Welsh, Navy’s winningest coach ever who is heading
for the University of Virginia next week, said: “I'm a little dis-
appointed we couldn’t do it. I wanted the upset. I don’t think
there’s such thing as a moral victory.”

Tailback Eddie Meyers, the game’s Most Valuable Player with
117 yards rushing, conceded Navy’s underdog status aroused
the Midshipmen.

“I think that we proved to everyone that although you’re an
underdog on paper, paper does not measure the will, the pow-
er, the strength of a man’s heart, his ability to come back, his
desire to win,” Meyers said.

Navy, winding up 7-4-1 after its third bowl appearance in four
seasons, was its own worst enemy. Four major Midshipmen
errors led to three touchdowns and one field goal for Ohio
State, which built 10-0 and 31-20 leads.

The Midshipmen’s staying power did not surprise Earle Bruce,
Ohio State’s coach.

“They came back strong,” Bruce said. “That’s what you expect
of Navy. It’s great to get a bowl win, especially when the other
team keeps coming at you the way Navy did.”

Bob Atha kicked a 35-yard field goal to start Ohio State’s scor-
ing.

Linebacker Kenneth Olson ran back a blocked punt 20 yards
for Navy’s other touchdown, while Steve Fehr added field goals
of 41 and 23 yards for the Midshipmen.

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BEAR ENDS WITH A WIN

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (UPI)- Paul “Bear” Bryant can look back
today on a college coaching career that stretched from a 1945
start at Maryland to a victorious 1982 conclusion with Ala-
bama in the 24t annual AutoZone Liberty Bowl.

In his last game as the Crimson Tide coach, Bryant chalked
up a 21-15 Victoqt/1 over Illinois and was carried off the field on
the shoulders of his fired-up players.

The win, before a full-house crowd of 54,123, pushed Bryant’s
coaching record to 323-85-17, the most coacfnng victories in
college tootball history.

The victory evened Alabama’s Liberty Bowl record at 2-2. It
was Bryant’s 15t post-season victory against 12 losses and
two ties, including a 7-0 loss to Penn State in the first Auto-
Zone Llﬁerty Bowl in 1959.

“We won in spite of me,” Bryant said. “I did not have any time
with the players. I made very few decisions tonight.”

The 69-year old coaching legend, who swapped his famous
houndstooth hat for an Alabama baseball cap before the game
started, said he had no regrets about retirement. He an-
nounced his plans to hang up his whistle earlier this month,
saying his players deserved better coaching.

He told his players that win or lose, the game would be some-
thing “they would remember for as long as they live.”

Bryant said he staved off thoughts about ending his career
until the final quarter of play, when Illinois launched a last-
ditch effort to snatch a victory away from the Tide.

Bryant’s team, however, didn’t let him down.

“I was going to do all I could for him,” said ace defensive back
Jeremiah Castille, who was honored as the Player of the
Game for his three-interception performance.

“I really didn’t realize what was at stake until today,” said
Walter Lewis, who quarterbacked the Alabama Wishbone to
three touchdowns.

“I realized it wouldn’t be coach Bryant losing, it would be all
of us,” said Lewis, who hit seven of 13 passes for 130 yards
and threw two interceptions. “Everyone gave a maximum
effort to win.”

Fullback Ricky Moore put the Crimson Tide into the lead with
a first-quarter touchdown on a 4-yard run.

Illinois came back in the closing minutes of the first half with
a 1-yard scoring dive by Joe Curtis. Mike Bass missed the
extra point kick and Alabama went into the locker room with
a 1-point advantage.

The fighting Illini’s Tony Eason, who was only the second
quarterback in NCAA history to record back-to-back 3,000-

and the Illini lost one fumble.

NOTRE DAME REDEEMS ITSELF

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP)- A 19-18 victory over Boston College in
Thursday night’s AutoZone Liberty Bowl game was redemp-
tion of sorts for Notre Dame, but the fighting Irish say the win
is a great way to begin the 1984 season.

“I've said all along that we had a good football team,” said
Coach Gerry Faust as he was lowered to the frozen turf at Au-
toZone Liberty Bowl Memorial Stadium following his post-
game victory ride on the shoulders of several huge linemen.
“Tonight we proved it.”

The Fighting Irish had been something of a disappointment to
their fans this year, finishing a mediocre 6-5 in the regular
season. In fact, Notre Dame officials had attempted to back out
of their informal commitment to play in the 25th anniversary
of AutoZone Liberty Bowl after a season-ending loss to Air-
Force.

“What a way to go out,” hollered one young player as he en-
tered the jubilant Notre Dame dressing room after the game.
“We showed them we’re a good team. Now let’s get ready for

1984.”

Indeed, 1984 was already on Faust’s mind as he stood on a box
in a boiler room adjacent to the dressing room to talk with
reporters.

“It makes recruiting a little better,” Faust said. “We’re a close
football team. I think we’re going to surprise some people in
1984.”

“I'm happy we were able to accomplish what I thought all
along we could accomplish,” added senior quarterback Blair
Kiel. “We played well and it was a good way to end it.”

Kiel completed 11 of 19 passes for 151 yards and one touch-
down Thursday night.

The Irish answered Boston College’s game-opening scoring
drive with a touchdown on their own first possession, driving
87 yards before sophomore All-American Allen Pinkett was
voted Notre Dame’s most valuable player.

The Eagles, who were 9-2 in regular season play, were never
ahead after their own game-opening scoring drive.

Doug Flutie, the 5-foot-9 176-pound Eagle quarterback, need-
ed only seven plays after the opening kickoff to put six points
on the board. He connected on passes of 17 and 29 yards to
move the ball to the Irish 13. Three plays later, he found Brian
Brennan in the end zone to make it 6-0.

Boston College kicker Brian Waldron slipped on the extra-
point try however, and that was the difference.

Notre Dame went ahead 19-6 in the second period, on a pass

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP)- Mississippi gave Air Force a lesson in
basic strategy in winning the AutoZone Liberty Bowl- strike
quickly through the air, then pound the opponent with the
ground troops.

Senior quarterback John Darnell softened up the Falcons with
an aerial barrage that produced 261 yards and one Rebel
touchdown. Then he handed the ball to fleet-footed Randy
Baldwin and Pat Coleman.

“T just followed the linemen who did an excellent job,” said
Baldwin, who established a Rebel bowl rushing record with 177
yards on 14 carries.

Baldwin, voted most valuable player in the Rebels’ 42-29 victo-
ry over Air Force Thursday night, scored on runs of 23 and 21
yards.

With Darnell and Baldwin drawing the bulk of Air Force’s de-
fensive attention, Coleman delivered the knockout punches- a
58-yard punt return for a touchdown in the second quarter
and an 11-yard scoring run on an end-around play.

Darnell, who paced Mississippi to a 28-9 halftime lead, said he
knew the Rebels had to put as many points on the scoreboard
as possible.

“We knew we had to score a lot of points- 35 or 40. We got off
to a good start offensively, but the defense also gave us a cou-
ple of big lifts,” Darnell said.

Darnell led the Rebels (8-4) on scoring drives of 70 and 67
yards on their first two possessions as Mississippi built a 14-3
lead over the Falcons (8-4-1).

The Rebels sandwiched a 32-yard scoring pass from Darnell to
Reid Hines and Baldwin’s 23-yard touchdown run around a 37
-yard field goal by Air Force’s Joe Woods for a 14-3 lead with
9:18 still left in the first quarter.

Air Force quarterback Dee Dowis then marched the Falcons 66
yards, scoring on a 2-yard run to cut the deficit to 14-9.

But on the Falcons’ next possession, Jeff Carter intercepted
Dowis at the Air Force 43, setting up Baldwin’s 21-yard touch-
down run, and Ole Miss was in charge.

Coleman pushed the Rebel lead to 28-9 late in the half when
he hauled in an Air Force punt at his own 42, took advantage
of some excellent blocks and ran untouched to the Falcon end
zone.

Air Force showed some spark at the start of the third quarter
when Dowis, the NCAA career leader in career rushing for
quarterbacks, bolted 61 yards to set up Greg Johnson’s 3-yard
scoring run.

Any hopes of an Air Force comeback were ended when Phillip
Kent recovered a Chris Howard fumble at the Falcons’ 20-yard
line. Two plays later, Coleman took a handoff from Baldwin on
areverse and skirted to the left end for the touchdown that
gave Ole Miss a 35-15 advantage with 44 seconds left in the
third quarter.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP)- Rob Perez ran for 114 yards and a
touchdown and strong safety Shanon Yates returned a Missis-
sippi State fumble 35 yards for a touchdown in Air Force’s 38-
15 AutoZone Liberty Bowl victory Sunday night.

The Falcons (10-4) built a 14-0 first-quarter lead on 1-yard
scoring runs by fullback Jason Jones and Perez, the senior
quarterback who was selected the game’s MVP.

Air Force, a member of the Western Athletic Conference,
pushed the lead to 21-0 on Yates’ heads-up play with 6:12 left
in the half. Coming up to defend against the option, Yates ar-
rived just as Mississippi State’s Karl Williamson bobbled a
pitch from quarterback Sleepy Robinson.

Yates grabbed the ball out of the air and raced uncontested to
the end zone.

The victory before a record crowd of 61,497 was the second in
a row for Air Force, the host team of the game the last three
years. The Falcons beat Ohio State 23-11 in last year’s game
after falling 42-29 to Mississippi in 1989.

The loss by Mississippi State (7-5) of the Southeastern Confer-
ence ended first-year coach Jackie Sherrill’s rebuilding job on
a sour note.

The Bulldogs had only one winning season (6-5 in 1986) in the
past decade before this season. The AutoZone Liberty Bowl
was the school’s first postseason appearance since defeating
Kansas 10-0 in the 1981 Hall of Fame Bowl.

Mississippi State kept the game within reach by driving 76
yards for a touchdown after Yates’ fumble return.

The Bulldogs pulled within 21-7 with 35 seconds left in the half
when Robinson hit Trenell Edwards with a 4-yard touchdown
pass.

The Falcons got only a 20-yard field goal from Joe Wood in the

J third quarter but still dominated the period, controlling the

ball for 13 minutes, 12 seconds.

Wood’s field goal capped a 17-play drive that covered 67 yards
and consumed 9:03.

Louisville Knocks Off MSU

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP)- Michigan State’s key mistake in the
AutoZone Liberty Bowl was underestimating Louisville quar-
terback Jeff Brohm.

The senior, who broke his right index finger in five places on
Thanksgiving Day, completed 19 of 29 passing attempts for 197
yards and the go-ahead touchdown Tuesday night in leading
the 25th-ranked Cardinals over Michigan State 18-7.

“He surprised me,” Michigan State coach George Perles said.
“He hurt us as much running as he did passing. We felt with
his injury, he might not run as much. It was a credit to him
that he did. It shows what kind of courage and toughness he
has.”

Brohm broke the finger on his passing hand when he was
pushed into a cement wall in Louisville's 28-0 regular season-
ending victory over Tulsa. Doctors repaired the fingers with a
steel plate and pins, and he didn’t start throwing again until
last week.

“When I first did it, it was obviously scary. (Doctors) just told
me it was going to be a matter of time before it healed. They
said I'd be throwing with some pain,” Brohm said.

“Obviously it hurt. I told myself before we came into the game,
win or lose, I was going to make no excuses about it.”

Michigan State (6-6) began the game as if the Spartans were
going to have an easy time of it, taking the opening kickoff and
marching 79 yards in 11 plays with Duane Goulbourne blasting
in from the 1 to make it 7-0.

It was Michigan State’s final score of the night, although the
Spartans led until Louisville’s offense took over in the final
period.

After the Michigan State touchdown, the Cardinals (9-3)
mounted their own scoring drive which ended with David
Akers’ 31-yard field goal.

In the third quarter, Brohm directed a 14-play drive that failed
when Akers missed a 23-yard field goal attempt. But the 6-foot
-1 senior completed four of five passes on the next possession,
capping a 59-yard drive with a 25-yard TD throw to Reggie
Ferguson, putting the Cardinals in front 10-7 with 12:05 to go.

| Louisville coach Howard Schnellenberger, who held off nam-

ing his starting quarterback until kickoff, appreciated Brohm’s
performance in 30-degree temperatures with a wind chill hov-
ering around 16.

“Jeff Brohm showed a great deal of courage and maturity by
making this gallant effort to rehab and be ready for this game,”
he said. “The injury happened on the 25t of November, and on
the 28t day of December he was playing a major-league foot-
ball game.”

The Cardinals added a safety and another TD in the fourth
quarter in posting their first victory over a Big Ten school.
Schnellenberger sees the win, after an 0-5-1 mark against the
Big Ten, as a big step up for the independent school.
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ILLINOIS DEFENSE EARNS SHUT OUT

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) - Forget that talk about Illinois
not being excited or ready to play in the AutoZone Lib-
erty Bowl.

The Fighting Illini, fifth in the Big 10 Conference, dis-
mantled East Carolina 30-0 Saturday for only its sec-
ond bowl victory in nine appearances.

"We haven't had too much luck in bowls," said Illini
receiver Jasper Strong, who scored on a 73-yard TD
pass. "This sets us up for next season. We have a win
going out, and it opens up the season for next year to
start off well."

Illinois (77-5) forced five turnovers, held the ball for
more than 35 minutes and handed East Carolina (7-5)
its first shutout this season in picking up its first bowl
victory since the 1990 Citrus Bowl.

"It's a big boost, not only for this year's team, but it
helps us for next year," said free safety Antwoine Pat-
ton. "To get a shutout helps us a lot."

The Illinois defense ranked ninth overall in the regular
season and never let the Pirates set up an offensive
rhythm. After Illinois recovered a fumble on East Caro-
lina's second possession, Johnny Johnson hit Ken
Dilger with a 17-yard touchdown pass - the first of four
- giving the Illini a 7-0 lead it never lost.

"Our offensive line did a great job," Johnson said. "I
barely even got dirty... I had time to throw all day. We
ran our game plan like we knew it like the back of our
hand."

Johnson threw for a career-high four touchdowns. He
was 18-of-30 for 250 yards with TD passes of 17, 73, 5
and 9 yards, tying the AutoZone Liberty Bowl record of
four touchdown passes set by Purdue's Mark Hermann
in 1980 against Missouri.

Marcus Crandell, the Pirates' sophomore quarterback,
had averaged 253 yards per game but the Illinois
coaching staff picked up on his trait of not looking off
his receivers, and intercepted four passes.

He finished 20-o0f-41 for 179 yards.

"Once we started getting a feel for him, we were break-
ing on him every time he threw it, sometimes even be-
fore it was thrown," said Illinois linebacker Kevin Har-
dy who had an interception.

ECU SURPRISES STANFORD

SOUTHERN MISS WINS BIG

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) - No wonder Southern Missis-
sippi wanted to play in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl the
past two seasons. The 22nd-ranked Golden Eagles made
themselves at home Wednesday.

Lee Roberts threw three touchdown passes to Sherrod
Gideon and the defense scored three more TD’s in the
second half as Southern Mississippi routed Pittsburgh
41-7 to win in its first bowl since 1990.

The Eagles finished 9-3, their best record since going 10-
21in 1988, and ruined the first bowl game for Pittsburgh
(6-6) since 1989. Coach Jeff Bower called it a fitting end
for the Eagles' season.

Southern Mississippi was Conference USA's co-
champion in 1996, but the Eagles missed the automatic
bid by losing to Houston. They made sure that didn't
happen again this season by going undefeated in the
league.

Thanks to Roberts and Gideon, Southern Miss never
trailed as the duo connected on a 31-yard TD toss on the
team's sixth play. Roberts also threw TD passes of 8 and
5 yards to Gideon.

Roberts picked the Panthers' defense apart, going 18-of-
26 for 227 yards. Gideon finished with a bowl record
seven catches for 111 yards.

Pittsburgh, which earned a bid as the Big East Confer-
ence's fourth-best team by upsetting Virginia Tech and
West Virginia in its final two games, ran out of magic
against Southern Miss.

The Eagles' blitzing and aggressive defense kept Pete
Gonzalez, who led the Big East in passing with 241 yards
per game, from getting into a rhythm. Gonzalez, who
threw for 30 touchdowns and 2,657 yards in the regular
season, completed only five passes before hitting Jake
Hoffart along the left sideline just before halftime.

Pittsburgh still trailed only 14-7 when Southern Missis-
sippi's defense, which ranked 18th in the nation, took
over.

Adalius Thomas stripped Billy West of the ball, and Per-
ry Phenix picked it up and returned it 16 yards for a
touchdown on Pittsburgh's first possession of the third
quarter.

With the Eagles leading 28-7, Thomas intercepted a
Gonzalez pass and ran it 26 yards for another touch-
down. Terrance Parrish picked off Gonzalez three

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) - Defense saved the day for Southern
Mississippi.

Adalius Thomas had three sacks and the Golden Eagles con-
verted three turnovers into 10 points in a 23-17 victory over
Colorado State Friday night, winning the AutoZone Liberty
Bowl for the second time in three years.

"I'm officially declaring this the best defense ever in Southern
Miss history," coach Jeff Bower said after the unit held Colora-
do State scoreless in the second half despite spending nearly 19
minutes on the field.

Colorado State (8-4) wound up with 268 yards total offense, its
second-lowest total this season.

Matt
Newton threw incomplete on third down and Southern Miss
safety Leo Barnes knocked away a fourth-and-3 pass with 1:15
to play.

Southern Miss' special teams blocked a punt and recovered it
for a touchdown.

Thomas' first sack caused Newton to fumble for the second
time, and Cedric Scott recovered, setting up Hanna's second
field goal. Thomas, who finished with eight tackles and one
pass broken up, also pressured Newton into another incom-
plete pass on fourth-and-2 with 5:28 left.

The Rams had come into the game as one of the hottest teams
in the country, winning five straight to earn a share of the
Mountain West Conference title. The Golden Eagles shut down
Colorado State's Kevin McDougal, who averaged 116 yards a
game this season. He got only 59 in the game with just 17 com-
ing in the second half.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- With a convoy of teammates leading
the way, Morgan Scalley hopped into the end zone to seal a
milestone victory for Utah and make a case for these being the
best Utes ever.

Scalley returned a fumble for a touchdown late in the game
and set up the only other TD by causing a turnover, leading
No. 25 Utah to a 17-0 victory over Southern Mississippi in the
AutoZone Liberty Bowl on Wednesday.

The Mountain West Conference champions finished the sea-
son with back-to-back shutouts and tied a school record set in
1994 with 10 victories.

"With all due respect to the '94 football team and Utah, and
there have been some great teams at Utah, I think this will go
down as the greatest senior class and one of the top footbal
teams ever in the history of this program," first-year coach
Urban Meyer said. "You won the championship. You won the
championship bowl game. And forever they will be remem-
bered for that."

In a lackluster game dominated by hard-hitting defense and
sloppy offense, Scalley provided a little excitement.

The junior safety scooped up a fumble after a completed pass
and raced 741 yards for a score behind a wall of blockers with
1:36 left to play.

"The ball just popped into my hands," Scalley said. "I got made
fun of earlier in the season because I had a kickoff return I

should have scored on, but I gassed out after 80 yards. Luckily,
this one wasn't 80 yards so I was able to get it in the end zone."

Southern Miss (9-4) mana§ed to get deep into Utah territory
just once in the second half when Anthony Harris broke free
for a 41-yard run to the 18 with about eight minutes left and

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CARDINALS LEAVE C-USA IN STYLE

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- In the highest scoring AutoZone
Liberty Bowl ever, it was a defensive play by Louisville that
ended Boise State's 22-game winning streak.

Louisville safety Kerry Rhodes intercepted a pass in the end
zone as time expired to preserve Louisville's 44-40 victory
over 10th-ranked Boise State on Friday.

Now Louisville (No. 8 ESPN/USA Today; No. 7 AP) will enter
the Big East Conference in grand style after handing Boise
State its first loss since September 2003 in a game that was
the most important in school history for both programs.

Eric Shelton scored on the go-ahead touchdown on a 1-yard
run with 6:48 left. Stefan LeFors threw two touchdowns and
ran for a third as the Cardinals (11-1), who have never fin-
ished ranked higher than 13th, matched a school record for
victories in a season.

The Cardinals won their third AutoZone Liberty Bowl in their
final appearance as a Conference USA team.

The Broncos (11-1) had one last chance to win after Art Car-
mody's 19-yard field goal with 1:10 left put Louisville up four.

Quarterback Jared Zabransky drove the Broncos to the Louis-
ville 30 before his final pass into the end zone as time expired
was intercepted by Rhodes. He more than atoned for his
missed interception opportunity in a 41-38 loss on Oct. 14 to
then-No. 3 Miami.

The win was a welcomed ending to a week in which the Cardi-
nals were forced to deal with the news that Petrino had inter-
viewed with LSU about its open coaching job. They certainly
didn't seem distracted against the Broncos.

Everyone expected a high-scoring game in a bowl pairing the
nation's top two offenses, and the teams didn't disappoint as
they swapped the lead five times. The 84 combined points
topped the 80 points by Colorado and Alabama in 1969 and
was one of a handful of records set.

Louisville won only for the second time in seven bowls de-
spite a season-high four turnovers. The Cardinals rolled up
564 yards, topping 500 yards for the ninth time this season.

LeFors was 18-0f-26 for 193 yards and ran 12 times for 76
yards. The Cardinals rushed for 329 yards against a defense
that had been the nation's fourth-best against the run.

This was the biggest game in school history for Boise State, a
program that moved up to Division I-A in 1996. The Broncos,
who played their first three bowls on their home field known
for its blue turf, thought they could keep up with an offense
that had trailed only Louisville for most yards and points.

But the Broncos, who lost 12 starters from their 2003 squad,
finished with 284 yards on offense, well below their 511.6-
yard average.

The teams still rewrote the AutoZone Liberty Bowl record
book.

They combined for the most points in the first quarter with
24, and their 52 points were the most for the first half.

Boise State kicker Tyler Jones had a record 48-yard field goal
on the Broncos' first drive, and Broncos linebacker Andy Ava-
los had a 92-yard interception return off LeFors in the first
quarter that bested the 79-yarder by Michael Jordan of
Tulane in 1998.

SMITH’S DASH FOR LATE TD GIVES
TULSA THE 'W'

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- Tulsa made a remarkable comeback
this season. Fittingly, the Golden Hurricane used a timely rally
to win their biggest game of the year.

Paul Smith ran four yards for the winning touchdown with
2:55 remaining, and Tulsa's defense had two key fourth-
quarter interceptions in a 31-24 victory over Fresno State on
Saturday in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl.

Smith, the game's MVP, finished 18-of-27 passing for 234
yards with a 54-yard touchdown pass to Ashlan Davis but
made his biggest play on the ground, scrambling around three
defenders and into the end zone to secure Tulsa's first bowl
victory in 14 years.

The Golden Hurricane forced a pair of turnovers from the
Bulldogs' Paul Pinegar in clinching their seventh win in eight
games to close the season.

First, defensive back Anthony Germany set up Tulsa's decisive
drive by picking off Pinegar's pass with just under 7 minutes
remaining.

Fresno State then had one final chance to force overtime, and

Pinegar drove the Bulldogs into Tulsa territory before his pass
toward the sideline was picked off by linebacker Nelson Cole-

man at the 30.

The Golden Hurricane (9-4) then ran out the clock and cele-
brated their first bowl victory since they beat San Diego State
in the Freedom Bowl in 1991.

The victory capped a tremendous turnaround under Krag-
thorpe, who before the 2003 season took over a Tulsa program
that was coming off 11 straight losing seasons and led it to two
bowls in three years.

The Golden Hurricane overcame low expectations this season
to claim an unlikely Conference USA championship in their
first year in the league, then beat a Fresno State team that gave

| top-ranked Southern California fits and once was ranked 16th

in the nation before the Bulldogs slid into a late-season slump.

Tulsa had to come from behind to beat its former WAC rival,
scoring two touchdowns in the fourth quarter. Fresno State
took a 24-17 lead on Pinegar's 21-yard touchdown pass to Joe
Fernandez on the second play of the quarter.

The Golden Hurricane tied it at 24 two possessions later when
Smith found Davis streaking behind the secondary for a 54-
yard TD pass.

Tarrion Adams led Tulsa with 102 yards rushing, but most of
that came on a 63-yard touchdown burst in the second quar-
ter. That scoring run gave Tulsa its first lead at 14-7 and came
about four minutes after teammate Uril Parrish tied it by run-
ning 22 yards for the Golden Hurricane's first touchdown.

Pinegar finished 19-of-30 passing for 213 yards with one
touchdown and two interceptions, while Wendell Mathis had
117 yards rushing and his WAC-best 15th rushing touchdown
of the season for Fresno State (8-5), which closed a once-
promising year with four straight losses after beating Boise
State on Nov. 10.

The closer-than-expected loss to the top-ranked Trojans came
nine days later.

Pinegar also was denied in his attempt to become the first
quarterback to go 4-0 as a starter in bowl games.

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SPURRIER GETS FIRST BOWL WIN AS
SOUTH CAROLINA COACH

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- Steve Spurrier's offense was hum-
ming along in the first half, but the South Carolina defense
was doing nothing to stop Houston.

Defensive end Jordin Lindsey came up with two turnovers for
a defense that made the stops that mattered most, and South
Carolina beat Houston 44-36 in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl
on Friday for its first bowl victory under Spurrier.

Lindsey, who intercepted a pass and recovered a fumble that
set up 13 points, said they knew they had to turn up the pres-
sure or endure Spurrier's wrath.

Blake Mitchell tied a bowl record by throwing four touch-
down passes, Cory Boyd ran for two more TD’s as the Game-
cocks (8-5) finished Spurrier's second season with their best
record since going 9-3 in 2001.

Kevin Kolb, making his 50th start at quarterback for Houston
(10-4) and leading the nation's sixth-best offense, finished 26
-of-39 for 386 yards and three touchdowns.

Houston, which went 0-11 in 2001, came in with a six-game
winning streak and looking to cap its Conference USA cham-
pionship season.

Instead, the Cougars lost their seventh straight bowl game,
third under Briles, and have not won a bowl since the 1980
Garden State Bowl.

Houston led 28-27 at the half -- an AutoZone Liberty Bowl
record for points in a half -- but South Carolina held the Cou-
gars to 63 yards in the third quarter when the Gamecocks
took control. They sacked Kolb three times, forced two turno-
vers and stopped the Cougars twice on fourth down in the
fourth quarter.

The Cougars and Gamecocks combined for 588 yards in the
first half, much of it just before halftime. The second quarter
took 61 minutes, and a game that was tied at 7 went haywire.

In the final three minutes of the half, four TDs were scored in
a span 12 plays -- the last a 77-yard TD catch by Houston's
Vincent Marshall with 11 seconds left.

The Cougars didn't score in the second half until Jackie Battle
ran in from 3 yards out with 5:42 left. The 2-point conversion
cut South Carolina's lead to 44-36.

Houston outgained South Carolina 527-512, but the Cougars
managed only 200 in the second half. It was the first time in
AutoZone Liberty Bowl history both teams topped 500 yards.

Cougars receiver Vincent Marshall, who set a bowl record
with 201 yards receiving, said South Carolina's zone defense
took away the middle of the field.

With a pair of coaches known for their offensive ingenuity,
this had a little of everything: four TDs in a span of 12 plays, a
flea flicker for an interception, a punt on fourth-and-goal, a
halfback pass and an option by Houston when backed up
against its own goal line.

Each quarterback passed for more than 300 yards -- a first in
the 48-year history of this bowl game.

Ryan Succop kicked a 45-yard field goal into winds gusting
up to 20 mph on the Gamecocks' opening drive of the second
half to put South Carolina ahead to stay at 30-28. Mitchell
padded the lead with a pair of 43-yard TD passes to Kenny
McKinley, the last with 7:39 to go for a 44-28 lead.

Mitchell, the game's Most Valuable Player, was 19-of-29 for
323 yards.

HISTORY WITH BOWL WIN

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- Latavius Murray scored on a 10-
yard touchdown run with 9:01 left, and UCF held on to beat
Georgia 10-6 Friday in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl and cap
the best season in school history with the program's first
postseason victory.

The Knights (11-3) had never won more than 10 games in a
season and had lost their first three bowl games, including
their last visit here in 2007. The Conference USA champs
made this win even sweeter by knocking off a Southeastern
Conference team in the process, just their second win over
that league. The Knights had been 1-13 with the lone win
over Alabama in 2000.

Georgia (6-7) snapped a four-game bowl winning streak
with its first loss since the 2006 Sugar Bowl. Worse for the
Bulldogs is notching their first losing season since going 5-
6 in 1996. Georgia coach Mark Richt didn't accept the run-
ner-up trophy, instead telling an official to get it to him
later.

The Bulldogs had the ball longer and last, converting two
fourth downs before Kemal Ishmael knocked down Aaron
Murray's final long throw into the end zone as time expired.

Murray's first deep throw into the end zone landed incom-
plete and the clock appeared to run out but replay officials
reviewed the play and ruled the clock should have stopped
with 2 seconds left.

Players from both teams went back to their sideline.

The Bulldogs had one more shot to pull out the win. Mur-
ray rolled to his left and heaved the ball into the end zone,
but Ishmael knocked it to the ground with one hand to start
the Knights' celebration.

Latavius Murray finished with 104 yards on 18 carries, but
it was the Knights' defense that pulled out this victory.

UCF came in with C-USA's stingiest defense and 18th best
in the nation. The Knights held Georgia to 280 yards total
offense, well below the Bulldogs' average of 393.8. Senior
captain and two-time C-USA defensive player of the year
Bruce Miller had 1 1/2 sacks in the fourth quarter, including
one on the final drive.

They picked off Murray twice and sacked him a total of
three times.

UCEF had its struggles moving the ball. The Knights fin-
ished with 241 yards on offense and Georgia picked off
freshman Jeff Godfrey twice, including once in the end
zone.

They moved the ball when it mattered most, and Murray
capped the 65-yard drive with the winning TD.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- Cincinnati coach Butch Jones rang the
bell on the AutoZone Liberty Bowl trophy, eager to get the Bear-
cats' party started.

And he knew just the place to celebrate in Memphis.

"V\lfle gfficially get to ring in the New Year on Beale Street," Jones
yelled.

Isaiah Pead ran for 149 yards and a touchdown, and Ralph David
Abernathy IV's 9o-yard kickoff return early in the fourth quarter
put Cincinnati ahead to stay as the Bearcats edged Vanderbilt 31-
24.

The Bearcats (10-3) capped the season with their third straight
victory by snapping a two-game skid in bowl games. It was their
first bowl win since downing Southern Miss in the 2007 Papa-
Johns.com Bowl. They also notched their fourth 10-win season in
the past five years, bouncing back from 4-8 in 2010 during Jones'
first season.

But the co-Big East Conference champs had to work to put away
Vanderbilt (6-7), a team that tied for fourth in the SEC's East Divi-
sion, despite forcing three turnovers and coming up with two
sacks. The Commodores led 21-17 when Abernathy became the
first Cincinnati player to return a kickoff for a TD in the program's
13 bowl appearances.

Abernathy is the grandson of the civil rights leader who was in
Memphis with Martin Luther King when he was assassinated in
1968 at the Lorraine Motel, a few miles away from the Liberty
Bowl Memorial Stadium.

Vanderbilt cornerback Casey Hayward called the return a dagger,
and Jones called it very fitting for the Abernathy family.

Vandy's Archibald Barnes blocked Tony Miliano's 39-yard field
goal with 3:58 left, giving the Commodores the ball with plenty of
time to go ahead. Nick Temple picked off Larry Smith's pass with
3:15 remaining, and Pead sealed the victory with a 12-yard TD run
with 1:52 left.

Pead was the game's MVP, and the senior finally got to celebrate a
bowl win.

Vanderbilt kicked a 35-yard field goal with 35 secs left, but the

| Bearcats recovered the onside kick to kneel down for the victory.

George Winn also scored on a 69-yard TD run when he replaced
Pead, while the Big East Offensive Player of the Year got his hel-
met fixed.

Zach Collaros, playing for the first time since breaking his right
ankle Nov. 12, threw a touchdown pass but was intercepted twice.
He was just 12- 29 for 80 yards, though he moved around well.

This was only the fifth bowl for the SEC's only private university
yet the second in four seasons. But the Commodores had trouble
getting their offense going to match a defense that came up with
three sacks and two interceptions -- both by Casey Hayward.

Smith replaced Jordan Rodgers at quarterback in the third quar-
ter, and he threw for a season-high 142 yards, including a short
pass to Chris Boyd that the receiver took 68 yards up the right
sideline before pulling up early and diving into the end zone for a
21-17 lead with 14:03 left that lasted only as long as Abernathy
could sprint down field after the kickoff.

The Bearcats led 14-7 at halftime and couldn't take advantage of
two Vanderbilt turnovers in the third quarter.

The Commodores first muffed the opening kickoff before Rodgers
was intercepted by Camerron Cheatham. Rodgers, the younger
brother of NFL Green Bay Packers quarterback Aaron Rodgers,
didn't play after that.

MISSISSIPPI STATE POUNDS RICE

MEMPHIS, Tenn. -- Dak Prescott delivered a performance that
would have made his mother proud.

Prescott threw three touchdown passes and ran for two more
scores Tuesday as Mississippi State trounced Rice 44-7 in the most
one-sided AutoZone Liberty Bowl victory in the game's 55-year
history. The sophomore quarterback delivered arguably the finest
performance of his career less than two months after his mother,
Peggy, died of cancer.

Mississippi State (7-6) wrapped up its fourth straight winning
season and prevented Rice (10-4) from winning bowl games in
back-to-back years for the first time. All of Mississippi State's loss-
es this season came against teams currently in the Top 25: No. 13
Oklahoma State, No. 2 Auburn, No. 14 LSU, No. 8 South Carolina,
No. 20 Texas A&M and No. 3 Alabama.

The Bulldogs became bowl eligible by closing the regular season
with consecutive overtime victories over Arkansas and Ole Miss.
This marks the first time since 1974 that Mississippi State has
closed a season with three straight wins.

Prescott, who set an AutoZone Liberty Bowl record by accounting
for five touchdowns, was 17 of 28 for 283 yards passing and also
ran for 78 yards on 14 carries. Prescott's performance delighted a
partisan crowd of 57,846 and capped a triumphant late-season
performance amid personal tragedy for the sophomore quarter-
back. Prescott came off the bench in the fourth quarter to lead
Mississippi State to a 17-10 overtime victory over Ole Miss last
month that earned the Bulldogs a bowl bid.

Although Prescott and senior Tyler Russell had shared quarter-
back duties throughout the regular season, Prescott had the job to
himself in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl while Russell recovered
from surgery to repair a torn labrum in his throwing shoulder.
Prescott responded better than anyone could have reasonably
imagined.

Prescott wasn't Mississippi State's only star on a night when the
Bulldogs outgained Rice 533-145 and scored the game's final 44
points. Mississippi State's Jameon Lewis caught nine passes for
220 yards to break the AutoZone Liberty Bowl receiving record
held by Houston's Vincent Marshall, who had 201 yards in a 44-36
loss to South Carolina in 2006.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. -- The Texas A&M Aggies and West Virgnia
Mountaineers provided offensive fireworks for 51, 282 in at-
tendance.

Led by quarterback Kyle Allen, the Aggies scored an ample
amount of points to defeat the Mountaineers in the 56th Auto-
Zone Liberty Bowl .

Texas A&M (8-5) ended the season on high note after a bumpy
season in 2014. At the beginning of the year, many wondered
how the Aggies would make up for losing star quarterback,
Johnny Manziel. However, the Aggies were on top of college
football after a impressive performance against top 10 ranked
South Carolina. But after certain miscues during the season, the
Aggies could not find consistency at quarterback in the tough
SEC West division. Although in post-season play, they found a
stellar quarterback in Kyle Allen to lead them to victory against
West Virginia.

Allen, only making his 5th start in his career, accounted for 5
total touchdowns in the game and earned MVP honors. Alt-
hough, the Aggies faced an early 10 point defect due to an inter-
ception thrown by Allen to West Virginia defensive back KJ
Dillion for a touchdown. Yet, they battled back and forth against
the Mountaineers in an offensive shoot-out. The first quarter
alone casted 34 points between the two teams. The game was
the second highest scoring game in AutoZone Liberty Bowl his-

tory .

The Aggies struggled in all areas during the 2014 season includ-
ing on defense. However, the defense rose to the occasion allow-
ing the Aggies to secure their fourth straight bowl victory. The
defense held the Mountaineers, a top 10 offense, to 4 yards a

carry.

West Virginia faced their own struggles during the season. They
lost their quarterback who started all season, Clink Trickett to a
concussion and an unexpected retirement. So, freshman Skyler
Howard was named starter for the second time in his career for
the bowl game. Impressively, he threw for 346 yards with the
help of the offensive weapon, 1st round draft pick Kevin White.
White accounted for 129 yards with one touchdown, but it was-
n’t enough.

West Virginia coach Dana Holgorson said the offense had “too
many stalled drives.” He added, “When you play a game that
you're going to have to score 46 points to win it, you can't settle
for that many field goals. We just didn't score enough points."

Those 45 points scored by the Aggies came with the help of the
rushing game. Thanks to a 133- yard performance by Tra Car-
son, the Aggies had the upper hand in the time of possession
(32:50). Kyle Allen also had help from the Texas A&M receiver
corps. Malcome Kennedy accounted for two touchdowns, and
Josh Reynolds and Trey Williams scored a touchdown each.

The Texas A&M victory proved to be a success that would propel
them into the 2015 season with high hopes. Allen said after the
game, “Next year we're going to be a much more experienced
team, and we're going to work hard in the offseason because we
know what's at stake and how our work ethic this year didn't
produce the record we want . It’s going to be great for us, win-
ning this game, for confidence.”

Arkansas Runs Past K-State, 45-23

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) — It ultimately didn't matter much who
Kansas State started at quarterback in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl.

The defense's inability to slow down Arkansas would have doomed
the Wildcats no matter who ran their offense.

Alex Collins ran for 185 yards and three touchdowns and Arkansas
capped its late-season surge with a 45-23 victory over Kansas
State on Saturday to snap the Wildcats' three-game winning
streak.

Kansas State (6-7) finished a season below .500 for the first time
since Snyder began his second stint as coach in 2009.

Snyder added some intrigue to this game by making a quarterback
switch.

Kody Cook started at quarterback for the first time in his career
Saturday. Cook was Kansas State's second-leading receiver during
the regular season while also backing up quarterback Joe Huben-
er.

Snyder said Cook had earned the starting assignment with his
practice performance.

Cook went 12 of 24 for 163 yards and threw a 48-yard touchdown
pass to Winston Dimel, who also had a 10-yard touchdown run.
Cook improved his accuracy in the second half and seemed intent
on continuing Kansas State's late-season penchant for comebacks.

Kansas State had erased a 21-point deficit against Iowa State and
had come from behind to beat West Virginia during its winning
streak, but it couldn't complete the comeback this time. Collins
wouldn't allow it.

Collins had touchdown runs of 22 yards and 13 yards in the first 17
minutes. His total of three touchdown runs tied a Liberty Bowl
record. He also had a 68-yard kickoff return that set up Jared Cor-
nelius' 13-yard touchdown on an end around.

Kansas State trailed 31-23 late in the third quarter and appeared
ready to make a stop when Arkansas knocked out the Wildcats
with a one-two punch.

Facing third-and-13, Arkansas' Brandon Allen found All-American
tight end Hunter Henry down the left sideline for a 43-yard com-
pletion. On the next play, Collins spun away from a couple of de-
fenders, eluded the grasp of a third and dragged a couple more
into the end zone for a 14-yard touchdown with 12:04 remaining.

Kansas State wouldn't threaten again in a matchup that pitted two
friends against each other. Arkansas coach Bret Bielema worked
as an assistant coach on Snyder's Kansas State staff from 2002-03.
When Arkansas was struggling early this season, Bielema even
sought Snyder for advice.

The game had a scary moment late in the second quarter when
Arkansas' Dominique Reed was carted off the field on a stretcher.
Reed was on the ground for several minutes after making a 15-
yard reception. Replays appeared to show him taking a blow to the
side of the head at the end of the play. Reed was taken to the hos-
pital for precautionary reasons, but Bielema said the junior receiv-
er was in the locker room after the game.
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Georgia Rallies to Beat TCU

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- No matter how difficult it was to find
running room early on, Georgia kept trying to establish its
ground attack.

That stubborn approach eventually paid off.

Nick Chubb and Sony Michel combined to rush for 229 yards
and two touchdowns Friday as Georgia came from behind in the
fourth quarter to beat TCU 31-23 in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl.

"At the end of the day, we were able to run the ball when we had
to run the ball and they knew we had to run the ball," Georgia
coach Kirby Smart said. "That's a mark of two good backs.
That's the mark of some tough guys up front."

Chubb rushed for 142 yards and a touchdown on 17 carries,
while Michel ran for 87 yards and a score on 16 attempts.
Michel also had a 33-yard touchdown catch. The two juniors
already have announced that they plan to return to school for
their senior seasons.

Held in check for much of the game, Chubb closed the third
quarter with a 48-yard burst that set up Rodrigo Blankenship's
field goal to put Georgia ahead 24-23 with 13:27 left. Chubb
then rushed for 57 yards in the final period, including a 13-yard
touchdown with 2:48 remaining.

"We never stopped," Chubb said. "Nobody on our offense
stopped. Nobody on our team stopped. We kept pounding.”

Georgia (8-5) restored some pride to the Southeastern Confer-
ence. The SEC had entered the day with a 1-4 bowl record, a
major step back for a league that went 9-2 in bowl games last
year to set a record for bowl victories.

The Bulldogs also sent TCU (6-7) to only its third losing year in
Gary Patterson's 16 full seasons as coach. Missed opportunities
proved costly for the Horned Frogs, who led 16-7 in the first half
and carried a 23-21 advantage into the fourth quarter.

"It was a game that we could have easily won, but you've got to
make plays," Patterson said. "For us, it's kind of been the story
of our season."

Brandon Hatfield was wide right on a 47-yard field goal attempt
that would have put TCU ahead with 7:57 remaining. He also
missed an extra point attempt earlier as well as a 41-yard field
goal.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. -- Oklahoma State hung on for dear life to win a
Big 12-style Liberty Bowl against its former conference rival.

Taylor Cornelius tied a Liberty Bowl record with four touchdown
passes and Kolby Peel made a critical fourth-down stop with 1:01
left as the Cowboys upset No. 24 Missouri 38-33 on Monday.

The teams combined for 1,139 total yards in the type of game that
the Big 12's high-powered offenses produce on most autumn Satur-
days. Missouri left the Big 12 for the Southeastern Conference in
2012.

"(It was) like a lot of games that we play in our conference," Oklaho-
ma State coach Mike Gundy said. "As I said on the press conference
a few days ago, Missouri would fit right in. It ended up being some-

what of a shootout, and the defense made a play at the end."

Missouri (8-5) faced fourth-and-1 from Oklahoma State's 9-yard
line when quarterback Drew Lock attempted a keeper around the
right end. Peel, a freshman, made a diving ankle tackle that stopped
Lock short of the first-down marker.

"It's a game of inches, we all talk about it and know it," Missouri
coach Barry Odom said. "I wouldn't want the ball in anybody else's
hand besides No. 3 for the Mizzou Tigers (Lock)."

That allowed Oklahoma State (77-6) to survive a game it had led 35-
19 heading into the fourth quarter. The Cowboys snapped Missouri's
four-game winning streak and avoided their first losing season since
2005, the first year of Gundy's tenure.

Cornelius, a fifth-year senior and former walk-on, went 26 of 44.
His four touchdown passes tied a record set four previous times in
the Liberty Bowl's 60-year history.

"It's a great feeling to just go out on top," Cornelius said. "As long as
we get the win, that's all that matters to me. I don't care about the
record."

Cornelius also threw two interceptions to Cam Hilton that sparked
Missouri's comeback try. Both interceptions led to Missouri touch-
downs -- an 86-yard completion from Lock to Memphis resi-

dent Johnathon Johnson and a 55-yard run by Larry Rountree III.

Rountree ran for 204 yards and Johnson caught nine passes for 185
yards. Lock was 23 of 38 for 373 yards with three touchdowns and
no interceptions.

Chuba Hubbard rushed for 145 yards and a touchdown for Oklaho-
ma State. Tyron Johnson had seven catches for 141 yards and two
touchdowns.

Missouri wasted two chances to take the lead in the fourth quarter.
Oklahoma State was clinging to a 35-33 lead when Mike

Scott blocked Tucker McCann's 42-yard field goal attempt with 9:22
left.

Matt Ammendola kicked a 27-yard field goal that extended Oklaho-
ma State's lead to 38-33 before Peel's tackle sealed the win.

West Virginia rallies to beat Army 24-
21 in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- West Virginia coach Neal Brown knew he would use
reserve quarterback Austin Kendall in the second half. The Redshirt senior
ended up leading the Mountaineers to a victory.

Kendall threw a 20-yard touchdown pass to T.J. Simmons with 5:10 left, and
West Virginia held off Army 24-21 on Thursday.

Brown said the decision to switch quarterbacks was made at halftime by the
Mountaineers coaching staff after starter Jared Doege struggled, particularly
in the second quarter.

“Jarret has plated very, very well all year, but for whatever reason, he didn’t
see it well,” Brown said, adding: “I thought (Kendall) came in relief and did a
nice job.”

Army (9-3) had a chance to tie it with 1:50 left, but Quinn Maretzki’s 39-yard
field goal was wide left. Josh Chandler ended Army’s final possession with an
interception and led the Mountaineers (6-4) with 13 tackles.

Simmons also scored on a 5-yard pass from Doege.

Army quarterback Tyhier Tyler had three rushing touchdowns— from 1,6, and
2 yards— to tie a Liberty Bowl record.

“You can’t do anything without the offensive line, the slotbacks and the full-
backs,” Tyler said. “They pave the way and I just follow.

The Black Knights were scheduled to play in the Independence Bowl but
seemed left out of the bowl lineup after the Shreveport, Louisiana, bowl was
canceled. They got the opportunity to play in the Liberty Bowl after Tennessee
(3-7) opted out because of Covid cases.

The game was played in overcast conditions with occasional showers and sub-
40-degree temperatures. The weather and local COVID-19 restrictions limited
the crowd in the 60,000-seat Liberty Bowl Memorial Stadium, leaving clus-
ters of the announced 8,187 fans scattered throughout the stadium.

Both teams controlled the other’s offense through much of the first half. Army
coach Jeff Monken noted that his team, one of the best rushing teams in the
country, was limited to 83 total yards by halftime.

“West Virginia just whipped blocks, they beat block,” Monken said. “(They)
got themselves where they needed to be to make the play. And they did that a
lot.”

What began as a defensive battle, changed after halftime. Army’s rushing
offense got untracked, while a change in quarterbacks to Kendall for West
Virginia gave it more firepower through the air.

“I thought this game kind of mirrored 2020 in a lot of ways,” Brown said. “A
fitting way to close out the year. It wasn’t a thing of beauty, but it was gritty.”

Texas Tech Routs Mississippi State to win
Liberty Bowl 34-7

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) -- Donovan Smith threw for 252 yards and a touchdown
and ran for another score, and Texas Tech beat Mississippi State 34-7 in the
Liberty Bowl on Tuesday night.

Tahj Brooks rushed for 107 yards and a touchdown and SaRodorick Thomp-
son ran for 80 yards and a score for the Red Raiders (7-6), who finished with a
winning record for the first time since 2015. They were appearing in their first
bowl game since 2017.

Mississippi State (7-6) fell short in coach Mike Leach’s first game against a for-
mer program of his. Leach, who went 84-43 at Texas Tech from 2000-09, failed
to become the first Bulldogs coach to end each of his first two seasons with a
bowl victory. Mississippi State was playing in its 12th straight bowl game.

Red Raiders interim coach Sonny Cumbie, a former player at Texas Tech under
Leach, ended his five-game run with a 2/3 record. Cumbie, who is departing to
become Louisiana Tech’s coach, took over for Matt Wells in October.

“It’s a sense of relief and accomplishment,” Cumbie said. “In these bowl games,
the most excited team that shows up is the one that comes out on top. That’s
what this team did.”

Texas Tech rushed for 260 yards against a Bulldogs defense that came in allow-
ing 101 yards per game on the ground.

“Their defensive front is very good,” Cumbie said. “We felt with some of our run
schemes and some of our motions, we would be able to hit some creases. And
our running backs broke some tackles. They were a good opponent, but I did feel
we’d have the ability to run the football.”

Leach’s prolific offense never could get rolling against the Red Raiders and the
resulting lopsided loss dropped the Southeastern Conference to 0-4 in the post-
season. The Bulldogs were held scoreless in the second half and finished with
344 yards, 105 below their average. Mississippi State was without three offensive
linemen, including All-SEC left tackle Charles Cross, a projected top 10 pick in
the NFL draft.

“I didn’t think we were consistent,” Leach said. “We didn’t out of the blocks or
get into any kind of rhythm. They deserve credit for preparing the way they did
and playing the way they did.”

Texas Tech put the game out of reach with two third-quarter touchdowns. Smith
scored on a 1-yard run to cap a 95-yard drive, the Red Raiders’ second-longest of
the season. Smith, who was named the game’s MVP, completed passes of 39 and
52 yards during the drive. He added a 14-yard touchdown pass to J.J. Spark-
man with 2 seconds remaining in the quarter.

Thompson scored his touchdown on a 1-yard run midway through the final
quarter for a 34-7 lead.

Texas Tech established the run at the outset, gaining 145 yards in the first quar-
ter and using its physical play to take a 10-0 lead. The Red Raiders moved 75
yards — all on the ground — on the game’s opening possession, scoring on a 19-
yard run by Brooks.

“I felt that ignited us,” Smith said. “We knew we had to come out and score.”
Texas Tech added a 31-yard field goal by Jonathan Garibay later in the quarter.

Mississippi State answered on its next series with Will Rogers converting on
third-and-11 on the Red Raiders 38 to extend the drive. Rogers evaded a strong
rush before finding Jo’quavious Marks for 18 yards to the 20. Two plays later,
Rogers fired a 17-yard scoring pass to Rara Thomas.

The Red Raiders took advantage of a Bulldogs miscue in the closing seconds of
the half to go up 13-7. Mississippi State punt returner Austin Williams muffed a
Texas Tech punt inside the Bulldogs 20-yard line and Jake Bishop recovered at
the 14 with 31 seconds remaining. Garibay added a 26-yard field goal with 13
seconds left.

Mississippi State was held to 126 yards in the first half. Rogers, averaging 372
yards passing per game, managed 103 yards on 10-of-17 passing in the half and
finished with 290.

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Kansas rallies; but Arkansas wins

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) — Arkansas coach Sam Pittman admitted he was
exhausted after more than four hours of football. Who could blame him after
the Razorbacks and Kansas combined for 108 points?

KJ Jefferson passed to Rashod Dubinion for a 2-point conversion in the third
overtime and Arkansas held off a furious second-half rally by Kansas for a 55-
53 win in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl on Wednesday night.

The Jayhawks had rallied from 25 points down in the second half to force
overtime, but failed on a 2-point conversion pass from Jason Bean to Law-
rence Arnold in the third OT to end the marathon.

The longest game in the Liberty Bowl’s 64-year history set 24 records, includ-
ing total points (108), total offense by one team (681 yards by Arkansas) and
first downs (32 by Kansas).

Jefferson passed for 287 yards and two touchdowns and rushed for 130 yards
and two more scores to lead the Razorbacks.

“I just wanted to put my teammates in the best position to win and be able to
tell the story (of winning the bowl game),” said Jefferson, the game’s MVP.
“I'm proud of everyone.”

The Razorbacks (7-6) held leads of 38-13 (midway through the third quarter)
and 38-23 (early in the fourth), but couldn’t stop the Jayhawks, who scored
25 straight to force the overtime. Kansas tied the game at 38 with 41 seconds
left in regulation after recovering an onside kick with 1:05 to go. Jayhawks’
quarterback Jalon Daniels found Luke Grimm on 21-yard pass play and con-
verted the 2-point conversion pass to Lawrence Arnold.

“We dug down deep and kept battling; we just couldn’t close it out,” Kansas
coach Lance Leipold said.

Arkansas celebrated the win prematurely in the second overtime after stop-
ping Daniels just shy of the goal line on a 2-point conversion try. But a target-
ing call on Arkansas’ Quincey McAdoo gave the Jayhawks another try, and
they converted.

In the third overtime (only 2-point conversion attempts), Arkansas got the
ball first and converted. Kansas (6-7) did not.

Daniels passed for 544 yards and five touchdowns. He set Liberty Bowl rec-
ords for passing yards, touchdown passes, completions (37) and total TDs
scored (6).

“It was a fun game to play in,” Daniels said. “The whole second half I played
calm. A few times in the first half, I played outside myself. I'm sure after the
first half a lot of people tuned us out.”

Arkansas and Kansas met for the first time in 116 years, and the Razorbacks
used an old-school rushing attack to build their leads. Arkansas gained 394 of
its 681 total yards on the ground. Dubinion added 112 yards for the Razor-
backs.

Kansas played in its first bowl game since 2008, but was unable to stop a late-
season streak in which it lost seven of its last eight games.

Arkansas was dominating despite playing with a roster thinned by opt-outs
and transfer portal departures. The Razorbacks dressed only 51 scholarship
players.

After leading 31-13 at halftime, Arkansas pushed its advantage to 38-13 mid-
way through the third quarter on a 2-yard run by Dubinion. The TD punctuat-
ed an 80o-yard drive.

But the 25-point deficit ignited the Jayhawks. Daniels passed for 342 yards
and three touchdowns in the second half

“I do think there were so many situations where Kansas had to make the play
and they did,” Pittman said. “Until the last one.”

OT Final shuts down Iowa State’s run game in 36-26

AutoZone Liberty Bowl win

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) —The key number for Memphis in its AutoZone Liberty
Bowl victory was “zero.” Not what you might expect from the winner.

But that was the important stat. Zero Tiger turnovers. Zero Memphis penalties.
And most importantly, zero yards rushing for Iowa State.

Seth Henigan threw for 364 yards and four touchdowns and the Mempbhis de-
fense shut down Iowa State’s rushing game on the way to a 36-26 victory in the
Liberty Bowl on Friday night.

“I think that’s how you win pretty handily against a Big 12 opponent in a bowl
game,” Memphis coach Ryan Silverfield said of the performance, citing the zeros
and the performance by Henigan. “I thought it was the most complete game
we've played all season.”

Blake Watson rushed for 107 yards as Memphis (10-3) of the American Athletic
Conference amassed 530 yards of total offense and finished with at least 10 wins
for the fifth time in program history.

Henigan completed 24 of 34 passes and also rushed for 27 yards and a touch-
down.

The game was a rematch of the 2017 Liberty Bowl won by Iowa State 21-20. And,
despite playing on the Tigers’ home field at Simmons Bank Liberty Stadium, the
Cyclones were designated as the home team. Even with its home field advantage,
Memphis was not expected to challenge Iowa State, and that motivated the
Tigers.

“We were 10 1/2-point underdogs,” said Chandler Martin, who had eight tackles,
including five tackles for a loss. “We had a chip on our shoulder. We were being
very pinpointed, and everybody just wanted to win, and we expected to win.”

Henigan added: “Zero rushing yards is a feat in any game, but especially in a
bowl game against a good Big 12 opponent. Kudos to our defense.”

Redshirt freshman Rocco Becht led the Cyclone offense, going 22 for 38 for 446
yards and three touchdown passes. But Becht supplied nearly all the offence for
Towa State (7-6), which averages 130 yard rushing per game. This time, the
Cyclones couldn’t muster any rushing attack.

Both teams had their moments offensively in the first half. Memphis scored 19
points in the first quarter before Iowa State answered with 13 in the second. A 49
-yard field goal by Tanner Gillis as time expired in the first half gave Memphis a
22-13 lead at the break.

“We got behind,” Cyclone coach Matt Campbell said of the rushing problems.
“So, you're trying to play catch up, and you are trying to throw the football to get
yourself back in the game.”

The Tigers extended the lead to 36-13 midway through the third quarter on two
touchdown passes by Henigan, providing enough of a buffer for Memphis to
claim the victory.

“What we’ve seen all season from our team is handling adversity really well,”
Becht said. “You saw some spots where we were able to handle it. We just were-
n’t able to finish.”

J’Koby Williams rushed for 123 yards and a TD for Texas Tech (8-5). Will
Hammond threw for 280 yards and a touchdown.

The Red Raiders took a shot before game time when leading running back
Tahj Brooks, who rushed for 1,505 yards, opted not to play for “personal
reasons.”

“We didn’t do a good job of executing,” Texas Tech Joey McGuire said. “I
thought Arkansas, at the end of the day, it comes down to, they out-executed
(us).”

The first half was highlighted by big scoring plays, including a 54-yard run by
Williams and a 94-yard pass from Green to receiver Dazmin James, the long-
est pass play in Liberty Bowl history.

Arkansas coach Sam Pittman said all around it was a good performance by his
team and may get them some attention.

“We’ve got good players,” Pittman said. “Just because you guys don’t know
about ‘em, doesn’t mean they’re not good players.”

Those long first-half plays gave Arkansas an early 21-3 lead. Despite letting
the Red Raiders pull back into the game before halftime, the Razorbacks
controlled the second half, by upping its offense. Meanwhile the Razorbacks
held Texas Tech scoreless over the final two quarters until the closing
minutes.

Arkansas made some defensive adjustments at halftime. They worried about
Hammond running the football, and changed their defense to force the Texas
Tech to throw more.

But one of the things the Razorbacks wanted to do was make Green more two-
dimensional to loosen up the Texas Tech offense.

“We went in the game planning on running him a little bit more and put in
some new plays for him to run,” Pittman said.

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AutoZone Liberty Bowl Heisman Winners

ERNIE DAVIS rushed 30 times for 140 yards and ran for a
touchdown to lead the Syracuse Orangemen over Miami in the 3rd
AutoZone Liberty Bowl. Earlier in the month, Davis became the
first Syracuse player to ever receive the Heisman Trophy. More
importantly, however, he was the first African-American to win
the coveted award. His 2,386 career rushing yards broke the
Syracuse record previously-held by football great Jim Brown.
Tragically, Ernie Davis died two years after graduating. He was a
victim of leukemia, which ironically is a disease that St. Jude
Children’s Hospital has made tremendous strides in treating.

The AutoZone Liberty Bowl hosted its second Heisman Trophy

winner with Oregon State’s TERRY BAKER. Baker led the Bea-
vers to a 6-0 victory over Villanova. His 99 yard touchdown run in
the 4th Annual AutoZone Liberty Bowl still stands as the longest
touchdown scamper in the game’s illustrious history. Baker still
holds the school record for longest run from scrimmage and is
2nd all-time in total offense, 2nd all-time in passing, and 10th all-
time in career rushing yards.

DOUG FLUTIE, who would go on to win the Heisman Trophy
the next year, completed 15 of 37 passes for 287 yards and 3
touchdowns as his Boston College Eagles fell to the Notre Dame
Fighting Irish 19-18. Flutie, who received the game’s Most Valua-
ble Player award, holds records at Boston College in career pass-
ing yards and career total offense. Flutie played 20 seasons of
professional football in the USFL, CFL and NFL, passing for nearly
58,000 yards during his stellar pro career.

Heisman Trophy winner-to-be BO JACKSON led his Auburn
Tigers to a 21-15 victory over the Arkansas Razorbacks. Bo was
named the game’s MVP as he ran for 90 yards and 2 touchdowns
on 18 carries in the 26th AutoZone Liberty Bowl. Jackson received
the Heisman Trophy a year later and went on to be one of sports’
most successful and popular athletes. His ability to break away
from tacklers with the NFL’s Los Angeles Raiders was comple-
mented by his ability to hit home runs. He made his professional
baseball debut with Memphis” AA Chicks and went on to play for
both the Kansas City Royals and Chicago White Sox.
